RCC placement complete on the North Dam

On Monday, August 18he last truckload oRCC was placed on the North Damtotal, more than
175,000 m of RCC was placed on the North Darimging it to an elevation of 35.49 m. This
achievement was the result of hard work by the LCPRewthardPennecon Limited Partnership (BPLP
teams and brings us another step closer to reaching the goal to have the North Dam complete by the
end of thisyear.
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Foundation preparation for the North Dam began ie #pring of 2017 with thBPLReam placing the
first quantities of RCC in the North DamJuly 2017Unlike conventional concrete, RCC mix is chared
placed in a manner similar to road buildifighe material is delivered to the site by dump trucks and
conveyors where it is spread by small bulldozers, and then compacted by vibratory iribesisseries
of layers.

The remaining concrete for the dam consists of facing concrete and ogee cotugpés that will bring
the dam to a maximum height of approximately 40m. This, in addition to being 432m in length, will
make the North Dam at Muskrat Falls the largest RCC dam in Canada.
